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PHANTOMS HISTORY

PHILADELPHIA PHANTOMS (1996-2009)

From the team's inception during the 1996-97 season until the 2008-09 season (12 total seasons), the Phantoms were
known as the Philadelphia Phantoms and played inside of the Philadelphia Spectrum, former home of the Philadelphia
Flyers until their current home, the Wells Fargo Center, was completed in 1996.

While in Philadelphia, the team brought home four Division Titles and appeared in the Calder Cup Conference Finals
twice, winning two Calder Cup Championships in 1998 and 2005. The Phantoms also hosted the 1999 AHL All-Star Game
while in the City of Brotherly Love.

On April 10, 2009, the Phantoms played their final game inside of the Spectrum. Due to the planned closure and
demolition of the Philadelphia Spectrum, the former franchise owners sold the team to current owners, Jim and Rob
Brooks of the Brooks Sports Group, in 2009.

ADIRONDACK PHANTOMS (2009-2014)

Beginning in the 2009-10 season the Phantoms relocated to Glens Falls, New York, and were renamed the Adirondack
Phantoms where they played until the 2013-14 season. Playing out of the Glens Falls Civic Center that was left vacant
after the Adirondack Red Wings departed to become the San Antonio Rampage in 1999, the team completed a total of
five AHL seasons.

During the franchise's tenure in upstate New York, the team returned to Philadelphia to play in six separate games which
included five regular-season contests inside of the now Wells Fargo Center. The team's other game in Philadelphia took
place inside of Citizen's Bank Park—home of the Philadelphia Phillies—as it hosted the rival Hershey Bears for the 2012
AHL Outdoor Classic on January 6, just four days after the NHL Winter Classic. The Phantoms beat the Bears in dramatic
overtime fashion, 4-3, and the game still holds the record for the highest attendance ever for an AHL contest at 45,653,

In 2011, the Phantoms announced plans to construct a new, state-of-the-art arena in Downtown Allentown, Pennsylvania,
where the team would later be moved.

LEHIGH VALLEY PHANTOMS (2014-PRESENT)

At the start of the 2014-15 season, the franchise became known as the Lehigh Valley Phantoms and began playing out of
the brand-new PPL Center located in downtown Allentown, PA.

During the team's third season in their new home, the Phantoms finished second in the Atlantic Division and qualified for
the Calder Cup Playoffs for the first time in over 5 years. Building on the success of the 2016-17 season, the franchise took
another step forward in 2017-18 when they claimed the Atlantic Division title in the regular season and later advanced to
the Eastern Conference Finals for the first time since the franchise won the Calder Cup in 2005.

Lehigh Valley also hosted the 2017 AHL All-Star Classic in January of 20177—the second time the Phantoms franchise
hosting the league’s annual All-Star festivities.

During the 2023-24 season, the Phantoms celebrated their 10t year in Lehigh Valley while clinching a spot in the
Calder Cup Playoffs for the fourth time since returning to the Keystone State.

The Philadelphia Flyers joined the NHL in 1967 as part of the league's historic first
expansion and have stood as one of the sport's most passionate and recognizable
franchises.

Powered by
legends like Bobby Clarke, Bernie Parent, Bill Barber, and Dave Schultz, the “Broad
Street Bullies” earned their nickname through a hard-nosed style of play that defined
an era and established a reputation for toughness, passion, and grit that remains a
hallmark of the franchise.

Over the years, the Flyers have reached the Stanley Cup Final eight times, carving out
a storied legacy filled with unforgettable moments, passionate rivalries, and a tradition
of excellence. The franchise has been home to numerous Hall of Fame players whose
impact has shaped not only the organization, but the NHL itself—icons such as Bobby
Clarke, Bernie Parent, Mark Howe, Eric Lindros, and more. From the championship
glory to the electrifying playoff runs and the emergence of new stars in decades
following, the Flyers have remained a storied franchise while ushering in A New Era of
Orange.

Since 1996, the Phantoms have proudly served as the Flyers' AHL affiliate while
developing talent and helping lay the foundation for the future of the organization.

Established in 2007, the Reading Royals have built a strong reputation within the
ECHL as a leading franchise in player development. Based in Reading, PA, the Royals
have proudly served as a developmental platform for NHL and AHL prospects,
playing an instrumental role in advancing players, coaches, and staff throughout the
Flyers organization,

Since joining the league as an expansion team, the Royals have qualified for the Kelly
Cup Playoffs in nearly every season of their existence, showcasing a tradition of
success at the ECHL level while developing a loyal and passionate fan base at
Santander Arena.

The pinnacle of the franchise's success came in 2012-13, when the Royals captured
the Kelly Cup as ECHL champions after a dominant playoff performance that
solidified their place in league history.

Throughout their history, the Royals have helped dozens of players sharpen their
skills before making the jump to higher levels. Notable alumni who spent time in
Reading before reaching the NHL include Jonathan Quick, James Reimer, Scott
Laughton, Philipp Grubauer, Marc-Andre Bourdon, and Jacob Gaucher, among many
others.

Ahead of the 2025-26 season, the Flyers and Royals signed a new multi-year
affiliation agreement that runs through the 2026-27 season and includes an option
for the 2027-28 campaign—reinforcing Reading's role as an essential piece of the
Flyers' development ladder as they enter their 24t ECHL season.
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The arrival of the Lehigh Valley Phantoms in 2014 marked the beginning of a new era for hockey in the Lehigh Valley.

After relocating from their previous home in Glens Falls, New York, the Phantoms found a permanent home at the PPL
Center in Allentown, Pennsylvania. Since then, the Phantoms have established themselves as a key part of the local
community, contributing to the region’s growing sports culture and drawing thousands of fans to their games each season.

Since first calling Lehigh Valley home ahead of the 2014-15 season, the Phantoms have played every home game at PPL
Center. The team'’s inaugural season in their new home was met with tremendous enthusiasm, who packed the state-of-
the-art, 8,500+ capacity (10,000 for concerts) arena in full for 22 of 38 home games.

Additionally, PPL Center has become a hub for family entertainment and community events, welcoming more than 500,000
visitors each year. The facility hosts over 150 events annually, ranging from major concerts and events to community
gatherings and charitable functions. This diverse event schedule has cemented the arena as a major contributor to the
downtown Allentown economy, drawing visitors to the city and spurring development in the surrounding area. PPL Center
has been nominated Internationally by Pollstar Magazine as best new major concert venue and has locally won best
concert venue and best live music venue by Lehigh Valley Style and The Morning Call Reader's Choice Awards.

PPL Center's commitment to providing a world-class fan experience has made it a favorite among visitors. The arena's
features include modern amenities like a high-definition video board, premium seating options, and comfortable
concourses. The design of the arena also takes cues from the area'’s history. Partially constructed on the site of Allentown's
former historic Dime Savings and Trust Company building, the arena incorporates elements of the original structure,
creating a blend of historic charm and modern convenience. The arena'’s exterior along Hamilton Street features popular
restaurants like Chickie's & Pete's and Tim Hortons.

Ahead of the 2025-26 season, PPL Center received significant upgrades since the buildings' grand opening in 2014 with
the installation of a state-of-the-art videoboard, ribbon board fascia, and outdoor marquee.

As the Phantoms continue to build their legacy in the Lehigh Valley, PPL Center remains the heart of their operations,
providing fans with a dynamic and engaging home for hockey and entertainment.

1998 CALDER CUP

The 1997-98 Philadelphia Phantoms remain a golden chapter in franchise history.

In just the franchise's second season in existence, they finished atop the standings,
claiming the Macgregor Kilpatrick Trophy with a 47-23-2-10 record and 106 points—
good enough for the league's best in the standings.

Under head coach Bill Barber, the Phantoms combined star power and depth.
Peter White, the Sollenberger Trophy winner, tallied 105 points during the regular season.

Meanwhile, winger Mike Maneluk had 26 goals and 88 points, and puck-moving defenseman \

Andy Delmore energized the blueline. N
iy

Enteringthe playoffs as the top seed in the Mid-Atlantic Division, Philadelphia displayed \

dominance defeating the Rochester Americans in the Division Semifinalsin four games (3-1),
sweeping interstate rival Hershey Bears in the Division Finals, and advancing past the Albany
River Rats in the Eastern Conference Finals in six games. Most notable might be the Phantoms'’
road resilience—an AHL playoff record of nine road wins in a single postseason.

The Calder Cup Final pitted the Phantoms againstthe SaintJohn Flames. In Game 1 at the
Spectrum, Philadelphia claimed a thrilling 3-2 win in double overtime; Game 2 wentto Saint
Johnin OT. Game 3 saw another Philadelphia OT victory, followed by a 6-4 win in Game 4. Saint
John rebounded in Game 5 with a 6-1 blowout, setting up a decisive Game 6 on June 10,1998,

A sold-out crowd of 17,380 witnessed a rousing 6-1victory, resulting in Philadelphia's first Calder
Cup. Goaltender Neil Little finished with a dazzling 15-5 playoff record, surrendering just 48
goals, while Mike Maneluk led all postseason scorers (13 goals, 21 assists) and earned the
Jack A, Butterfield Trophy as MVP.

2005 CALDER CUP

On June 10th, 2005, the Philadelphia Phantoms captured the
franchise’s second Calder Cup championship, completing a sweep
over the Chicago Wolves with a 5-2 victory in Game 4 of the final
series in front of a sold-out, standing-room-only crowd of 20,103 fans
at Wachovia Center in Philadelphia.

/ The victory occurred seven years to the exact date of the Phantoms' first Calder
Cup championship victory in 1998.

Led by head coach and former captain John Stevens, the Phantoms finished the
regular season second in the East Division with a record of 48-25-3-4 (103 points),
and carried momentum into the playoffs, defeating the Norfolk Admirals, Wilkes
Barre/Scranton Penguins, and Providence Bruins to reach the Calder Cup Final.

Goaltender Antero Niittyméaki earned MVP honors for his stellar performance throughout
the Calder Cup playoffs, posting three shutouts and backing the Phantoms defensively
while future NHL stars Jeff Carter (23P) and Patrick Sharp (21P)

led the playoffs in scoring.

2025 marked the 20" anniversary of the Phantoms' 2005 Calder Cup championship.
